MINIMUM ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Students transferring from the American River College must meet the following

A. Submit a signed University of Southern Nevada-College of Nursing application, with

     the required application fee,

B. Earn a 2.75 or higher grade point average for all required prerequisite coursework,

C. Credit will not be given for any course completed with less than a C grade/less than a

     2.0 grade point average,

D. Complete an interview with the Admissions Committee,

E. Submit official transcripts from all institutions previously attended, and

F. Submit official TEAS results dated within the past 12 months.

TRANSFER OF CREDITS FROM AMERICAN RIVER COLLEGE
A. The University of Southern Nevada – College of Nursing will accept a maximum of

     60 credits from American River College to apply towards the Bachelor of Science in

     Nursing program.

B. Courses must be directed toward an academic program of study.

C. Courses earned through an occupational, technical, certificate, or professional training

     capacities are not accepted for transfer.

D. Courses which are developmental or remedial are not accepted for transfer.

E. American River College courses listed on Appendix A will be transferred and

    counted towards the Bachelors of Science in Nursing Degree.
